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Proposal for Introduction of BArch Program at Women Institute of Technology (WIT), Dehradun

1. Background

Women Institute of Technology, Dehradun, is the only state-run technical institute exclusively
for women in Uttarakhand. Over the past years, the institute has expanded its academic footprint
in engineering and applied sciences. Architecture is emerging as a high-demand professional
program in the state, with opportunities in sustainable design, green construction, hill-region
infrastructure, heritage conservation, and urban development.

Launching a Bachelor of Architecture (BArch) program aligns with the institute’s mission of
improving women'’s participation in technical and design-based professions.

2. Rationale for Starting BArch at WIT

I. Architecture programs are currently limited in number in the state. Currently no
government institute except for IIT Roorkee in the state offers Architecture programs.
A women-focused institute offering BArch will improve access and gender representation in
the field.

2. WIT has available land and academic space that can be upgraded to meet Council of
Architecture (CoA) norms.

3. Strong synergy with Civil Engineering and emerging interdisciplinary programs will support
resource sharing and efficient rollout.

4. High demand in admission due to the uniqueness of the offering and proximity to Dehradun’s
professional ecosystem.

Resource Requirement

To initiate the program, WIT will take steps aligned with CoA Minimum Standards of
Architectural Education Regulations

Initial infrastructure creation and renovation of existing buildings to meet studio and lab
requirements. With minimal renovations WIT currently has sufficient infrastructure in terms
of built-up area required to start first batch as per CoA requirements.

Recruitment of architecture faculty and supporting technical staff.

Procurement of drafting equipment, model-making tools, lab instruments, and software
licenses.

Library enhancement including architecture books, journals, digital resources.

Proposed Intake and Structure

Proposed Intake: 40 seats (modifiable as per Council recommendations).
Duration: 5 years (10 semesters).
Academic Structure: As per CoA and VMSB UTU guidelines, including design studios,

theory courses, labs, elective tracks, and mandatory training/internship.

Expected Outcomes

A high-quality Architecture program catering to women across the state.

Improved academic reputation and diversity of programs at WIT.

Contribution to skilled manpower in sustainable hill architecture, urban planning, and public
infrastructure.

Increased revenue of the institute from the fees collected from the students.

Request to grant In-principle approval for starting the BArch program at WIT Dehradun
which may be initially setup with civil engineering department (Civil engineering and
architectural department) or as a separate department from the upcoming academic session or as
per CoA approval.

Regular Category students:

a. The Regular Category students will be regular students of Veer Madho Singh Bhandari
Uttarakhand Technological University or any of its affiliating/autonomous college and Veer
Madho Singh Bhandari Uttarakhand Technological University will award the degree for the
applied course.

h. The admission in the Regular Category will be through entrance examination and or viva voce
for foreign nationals residing in India.

c. Foreign nationals who are applying from their respective countries will be considered through
"In Absentia" (without entrance).

d. The regular category students will be self-financing students.

e. The foreign nationals applying through the Culture Exchange Fellowship Programme of
Government of India such as through ICCR, TWAS-CSIR fellowships etc. will also be considered
under Regular Category. Such foreign nationals have to submit their application through the
Culture Exchange Fellowship Programme of Government of India.

Casual Category Students:

a. The casual category students may take admission for 01 or 02 semesters in Veer Madho Singh
Bhandari Uttarakhand Technological University.

b. End-Semester Grade Sheet may be issued by the University to Casual Category students on
request, subject to the condition that they will be attending the semester classes and appearing
in the End-Semester Examination.

c. Veer Madho Singh Bhandari Uttarakhand Technological University will not be liable to award

Research Affiliate Category:

a. Foreign national students enrolled for a research programme such as Ph.D in their respective
country or Foreign researchers (Postdoctoral fellow/Scientists/Academic Staff) working in
Academic or Research Institutions their respective country will be treated as Research Affiliate
Category.

b. Research Affiliate Category will work under the guidance of an internal faculty assigned to
them.

c. The expenses towards research (Consumables, contingency, travel for field visit in India) will
be borne by either foreign national students or internal faculty (through faculty-level funding)
assigned to foreign national students.

d. Veer Madho Singh Bhandari Uttarakhand Technological University will not be liable to award
any degree to Research Affiliate Category students.

The admission of foreign students for Ph.Dprogramme may be considered in compliance with
UGC 2016 Regulation regarding number of research students faculty (i.e. Professor/Associate
Professor/Assistant Professor) can supervise. A statement of purpose (SOP) along with the
application form will also be submitted by the foreign students for seeking admission in
Ph.DProgrammes.

Applications for admission to the foreign students in the above mentioned categories will be
considered provided that their qualifications are found equivalent to the minimum qualifications
required for admission into the desired programme.

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Proposal for Merger of Faculty of Technology and Women Institute of Technology and
Formation of a Unified “Institute of Engineering and Technology Veer Madho Singh

Bhandari Uttarakhand Technical University, Dehradun”

1. Background and Context

At present, the Women Institute of Technology (WIT)and theFaculty of Technology (FoT)
operate as two separate teaching units within the same university campus at Sudhowala,
Dehradun.

WIT offers B.Tech programs in five core engineering branches (Civil. Computer
Science. Electronics and Communication, Electrical and Mechanical.)and BCA
exclusively for girl students.

FoT offers B.Tech programs in only 2 branches (CSE and CSE cyber security) in a co-
educational format and M.Tech in 5 branches.

Both units function under the same university administration, share campus resources,
and serve similar academic purposes.

Over time, this parallel structure has created:

Duplication of academic departments

Fragmentation of faculty and laboratory resources

Administrative complexity

Constraints in developing high-quality, modern engineering infrastructure

Declining student admissions in the Women Institute of Technology (WIT) in recent
years, leading to underutilization of available academic capacity and infrastructure

In view of the evolving demands of technical education, there is a need to rationalize and
strengthen the academic structure of the university campus.

2. Rationale for Merger

The merger is proposed to address structural, academic, and financial challenges and to create
a single strong engineering institute with clear identity and long-term growth potential.

It is proposed that FoT and WIT be merged into a single institute under the university.
Proposed Name: Institute of Engineering and Technology (IET), VMSB UTU, Dehradun

following provisions:

«  Reservation of seats for female studentsas per the rules of Uttarakhand government.
« Separate hostel and support facilities for women students

This ensures that the original objective of promoting women’s technical education is
preserved.

4.2 Admission Intake

The total approved intake of the merged institution shall be protected. Accordingly, the
approved intake of WIT and FOT will be combined to constitute the total intake of the
proposed Institute of Engineering and Technology for all programmes and courses.

Note: The proposed institute will apply for all the necessary approvals required from
the regulatory bodies.
